THE GUAM  INTERNATIONAL 
MARATHON EXPANDS OFFERINGS IN 

YEAR TWO 
 

(Tumon, Guam) – Thursday, January 16, 2014 – The Guam Visitors Bureau, 

along with the Pacific Islands Club Guam and United Airlines are pleased to 

announce exciting new enhancements for the 2014 Guam International 

Marathon. The second annual Guam International Marathon will take place 

on Sunday, April 13, 2014. Event organizers announced the creation of an 

expo event to be held on the 2 days prior to the event.  The expo will be held 

at the Pacific Islands Club and will also serve as the exclusive location for 

registered runners to pick up their race packets.  The expo will include vendor 

booths, local arts & crafts, food and beverage concessions, and live 

entertainment.  Other notable changes for the 2014 Guam International 

Marathon include an earlier start time for the Marathon event, added race 

course aid stations & amenities, live entertainment on the race course, 

expanded Cool Zone locations, and a larger post-race festival beginning at 

4pm at Gov. Joseph Flores Memorial Park at Ypao Beach in Tumon. Other 

key sponsors of the Guam International Marathon include the stations of 

KUAM, ASC Trust Corporation, Bank of Guam, DFS Galleria, Docomo 

Pacific, Nanbo Insurance, SPPC/Circle K, Taico and TakeCare Insurance. 

The inaugural Guam International Marathon saw 2,150 runners from around the 

world participate. “The event team and our community partners look forward to 

hosting another world class event with numerous new value added features,” 

said race director Ben Ferguson. “We continue to push for online registrations

and will be promoting this event aggressively through traditional and social media both on island 

and internationally.”  

“As we continue to promote Guam as a premier destination for sports tourism, the Guam 

Visitors Bureau is proud to partner with the organizers and sponsors for this world-class event,” 

said Karl Pangelinan, General Manager of the Guam Visitors Bureau.  “The 2nd Annual Guam 

International Marathon is a wonderful opportunity for our local stakeholders and international 

visitors alike to enjoy the island’s scenic views and Håfa adai spirit as they’re cheered on by 

members of our community along the race course.” 

The Guam International Marathon media campaign is designed to promote not only registration 

but also provide training schedules and other pertinent information about the 2014 event via 

radio, print and television, as well as on the event instagram, twitter and facebook pages 

Race updates and information can also be found on the official event Facebook 

page/guaminternationalmarathon or on the event website. 

This Guam International Marathon event includes 5K, 10K, Half Marathon (13.1 miles) and 

Marathon (26.2 miles) race distances. All courses have been officially certified by the IAAF 

(International Association of Athletic Federations) and AIMS (Association of International 

Marathons and Distance Races). This designation means that marathon runners may use this 

as a qualifying event for the Boston Marathon.

START TIMES

1. Runners will NOT be able to participate in more than one (1) event.
2. The race number that you have MUST match the name on your race registration form. The 
timing of the race is based on the race number. Race numbers must be worn in the front of each 
runner and clearly visible at all times. Runners without an o�cial number may not cross the finish 
line. Running numbers are not transferable and those not adhering to this rule are subject to 
disqualification. Race numbers cannot be picked up on race day. NO EXCEPTIONS.
3. In-line skates, pets and bicycles are PROHIBITED on the course.
4. The race course is marked with bright orange tra�c cones. Stay within the coned lanes to 
ensure your safety as well as to provide runners coming from the opposite direction with a clear 
path.
5. Course marshals will be stationed throughout all the race courses. They will be highly visible 
and able to o�er immediate assistance. Water will be available at Aid Stations throughout the 
course. Emergency Medical Technicians from the Guam Fire Department and Guam Police 
Department will monitor the race courses to provide assistance when needed.
6. Upon crossing the finishing line please proceed as directed. Once you have passed through the 
finish area, do not return. Be courteous and make room for other finishers.
When you exit the finisher’s chute you will be awarded a Finisher’s Medal.
7. Result cards will be available at the Ypao Amphitheater shortly after you finish. They will be 
organized numerically. A finisher’s certificate will be available for download at www.jtltiming.com.
8. The  marathon course will be open from 3:00am - 10:00am. After this time, runners can 
continue without the support of the course marshals. Runners are encouraged to use the 
sidewalk after this time.

IMPORTANT: MANDATORY RACE PACKET PICK UP
Race packet pick up will be on Friday, April 11, 2014 from 3:00pm to 8:00pm and 
Saturday, April 12, 2014 from 11am to 5pm at the Guam Visitors Bureau. ALL RACE 
PACKETS MUST BE PICKED UP NO LATER THAN 5PM, APRIL 12, 2013. RACE NUMBERS 
AND TIMING DEVICES WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE ON RACE DAY. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
PLEASE PRESENT RECEIPT & PHOTO ID AT PACKET PICK-UP.
